We had a lot of data on College and Career
Readiness

— Students meeting THECB standard on TAKS
— Student data on PSAT, SAT, ACT
— Student data on AP course taking and testing

Data telling us students were not as college and
career ready as we would like them to be
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We All Have the Same Goal —
College and Career Readiness

How can we get better information that
Identifies what impacts students?

What are some of the barriers that our students
are encountering?

What actions can we take while students are
with us?

We decided to ASK STUDENTS these questions.

More than just general feelings about school,
we wanted to hear from students about:

 Relationships
* Relevance

 Rigor

Secondary Student Survey (all students grades 6-11)
Senior Exit Survey (graduating seniors)
